Scenario: Alligator River

Characters: Rita, Josue, Luis, Freddy, Dennis
Rita and Josue are two young lovers engaged to be married. Josue lives on an island in the middle of a river infested with alligators, and Rita lives across the river on the shore. There is a bridge that he and Rita use to get together.

Josue says “Rita, I wouldn’t marry you if you were the last person on earth.” Heartbroken, Rita tells her story to another friend, Dennis. Dennis tracks down Luis, beats him senseless, and sinks his boat. Upon his return, Dennis says, “Rita, I don’t love you, but I’ll marry you.”

3. As a group, decide on a definition of “honor” based on your conclusions.
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
