	COURSE DESCRIPTION:
	In World Literature and Composition students survey works from world-wide sources.  Emphasis is placed on authors whose first language is not English, though many works originally written in English are included.  This content is the foundation for extensive studies in analysis, reading, writing, and performance-based activity.

· Students will demonstrate competence in a variety of writing genres, emphasizing persuasive writing.
· Students will demonstrate critical thinking through written and oral communication in various types of media.

· Students will deliver focused, coherent, and polished presentations that convey clear and distinct perspectives, demonstrate critical thinking, and combine strategies of narration, exposition, persuasion, and description.

All journals must include at least a half a page of writing (QuickWrites); these entries are warm-ups for class and to jumpstart your brain about literature and composition.  Students will lose points for entries that don’t meet the minimum requirements.  NO EXCEPTIONS.
