EVALUATION CRITERIA: Language Usage, Message, Integration of Culture

Language – Correct use of the language with emphasis in using new vocabulary and grammar.

Message – Coherent presentation of well developed ideas. Students must demonstrate evidence of research, preparation, organization, comprehension and analysis.

Culture – Awareness of cultural and social context.  The ability to make connections and compare between Spanish-Speaking countries (perspective, practices and products) and our own community.

If a student cannot attend a make-up session he or she will have to submit a written explanation signed by his/her guardian.
