COMMON TASK #1 
CD/Life Soundtrack 
Due date: Thursday, February 4, 2010 (beginning of class; no excuses, no extensions) 
You are to create a soundtrack for your life that includes at least 10 songs. You should choose songs that clearly reflect some of your many voices or important events in your life. You are not required to have recordings of the songs, but you must be familiar with the lyrics. 

For nine of the songs your liner notes must include song titles, artists, partial (significant) lyrics and explanations (in paragraph format) of how the song is significant, which voice or event it reflects (ex. “This song expresses my frustrated girlfriend voice...”) and how/why. You may include the complete lyrics for these songs if you choose. At least one of these nine songs must include a culture that you identify with.
Your 10th song (which will also be presented orally) must have lyrics that specifically express one of your voices. The difference between this song and the other 9 is that these lyrics should sound as if you had written them/as if you were the speaker. For the liner notes of this song, you must include the title, artist, COMPLETE song lyrics and an in-depth explanation that includes analysis of the lyric, the voice it reflects and how. This explanation should be significantly longer and more detailed. 

On the due date, you will present an overview of your entire CD as well as the 10th song, lyrics and analysis. You may either do a dramatic reading of the lyric, or play the song and share your written analysis. (Be sure the song you present has appropriate lyrics!) 

You will also need to design a cover for your soundtrack with art and title that reflect you/your life. Remember...the aesthetic appearance of your project is just as important as the content. 

For 10 bonus points, you may actually burn your soundtrack on a CD.
